Brow shaping sessions are $24 
and a brow cleanup is $16. 

Sarah felt it was important to not only sell quality products but also inform people on the correct way 
to use cosmetics and skin care. You’ll find top names like Laura Mercier, Diptyque, B. Kamins, and 
Terax, all the dreamy stuff the celebrities use.” The Blush experience is where simplicity meets 
glamour and beauty, enabling you to learn about the products you’re using and how to apply them,” 
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says Sarah. 

This has made many excited about the total Blush Beauty experience. The store provides makeup 
services that can be scheduled for application and lessons. And that’s not all. Blush Beauty is so 
much more than just great cosmetics. They also have handbags and accessories by designer Angela 
Adams and trend setting toiletry cases from Stephanie Johnson.
